COURSE REQUIREMENTS & GRADING PROCEDURE

Loft Attendance

Spend time in The Loft Writing Center observing fellow tutors, reading about and
discussing tutoring philosophy and technique, and meeting weekly with the course
instructor (Loft director).

Reading

From assigned textbook, read either the sections recommended by your instructor, or
those which seem most relevant to the work you are doing with your mentors and the
students themselves. Also read other articles recommended by your instructor.

Writing
Each week, write at least one page, in which you reflect on your readings, your
observations in The Loft, or your own tutoring sessions with students.

Final Essay
Write a final three- to five-page paper, reflecting on your experience this quarter in The
Loft, clarifying what you learned, and identifying what you still want to learn.
